TO BE FOUND: IN ONE OF OUR BEDROOMS

The source of Brian De La Cour’s inspiration is landscape in many 
forms. His early work, self-defined as ‘tortuous’ in nature, led him 
to explore the juxtaposition of natural rock formations with urban 
scenes of devastation. His later art reflects the calmer harmony 
of land and sky, though still through a lens of abstract realism.  
De La Cour’s paintings are often constructed through layering; 
revealing, cancelling and superimposing images, free-hand drawing 
and lively colour, representing both stability and flux, in art and in life.

Peter Unsworth was just 26 when he had his first one-man show at 
the Piccadilly Gallery in 1963. At the time, his preferred figurative 
painting was being overshadowed by the American Expressionists, 
with people flocking to see their huge signature canvases. Despite 
this, Unsworth’s dream-like work, featuring in his words ‘a more 
conventional narrative’ was part of a sell-out show in 1967. His art 
has remained resolutely popular.

One Aldwych owns a number of specially commissioned pieces by 
Amsterdam-based artist Joost Beerents as part of our permanent 
collection. At the start of her career, Beerents was influenced by Fra 
Angelico’s frescoes - ‘their worn, pale colours’ - in Piazza San Marco 
in Florence. Much of her work shows her experiments with charcoal 
and gouache as she developed her own techniques and style.
